The Preschool Lead Teachers must meet the requirements set forth by the NYS OCFS Daycare
regulations. It is preferred that the Lead Preschool Teacher have an A.A.S. in Early Childhood
Education with a B.A. in Education with current N-6 Certification and at least one year teaching
experience in an Early childhood setting. The person holding this position must be a team player,
flexible, reliable, energetic, and enjoy working with young children and their families. The person
holding this position must be able to provide leadership and supervise others effectively.

{Prescool 4 Ratio - 1:8} Responsibilities include but are not limited to planning age-appropriate
activities, maintaining an appropriate daily routine, maintaining positive parent/caregiver
relationships, being a positive role model for parents and staff and working as a team player with
the SPCCC administration and staff.
